· Cause & effect – how did this conflict create change? (1-2 sentences) 
· How does the event relate to either part: A, B, C, or D of the standard SS7H2? (see below)   1-2 sentences
· 4 out of your 5 events need to cover elements A-D! (one for each element)
· Remember, this is a test grade! 
· It will be completed on a poster board in class!
